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Future Growth Options

The Northern Territory Government will work with the community to ensure land is available to meet the future needs for
residential, commercial and industrial development in Alice Springs.

The Northern Territory Government is also responsible for ensuring there is a framework in place to provide for planned
development.

What guides our development?

* There are considerations that impact on development.
- land capability - soils, flooding, fopography,
- cultural factors — sacred sites and heritage considerations,
- infrastructure - existing and required, and
- native title

What is happening currently?

» Stirling Heights (40 lots) developed.

* Albrecht Drive (39 lots) under development and will include six lofs for first home buyers.

* Construction started on Stage 1 headworks at Mt Johns. This is expected to provide around 70 lots.
* Emily Estate, on the Ross Highway, has approval for 16 lots.

* Coolibah Tree Estate has approval for more than 60 lots in Stage One.

° 94 |ots approved at Emily Valley.

* Supply of industrial land assessed as adequate.

* More than 500 hectares of undeveloped industrial land at Brewer Estate.

* Non-aviation land at the Alice Springs Airport. The current Airport Masterplan indicates 132ha of industrial land; 400ha of
residential land; and 373ha of horticultural land. This land is owned by the Australian Government and leased to NT Airports
and the land is not subject to NT planning controls.

* The most significant recent release of commercial land was the redevelopment of the Western Precinct. This land has all been
taken up with only one block uncommitted.

Will this meet future demand?

* Historical demand suggests a need for 25-30 residential lots each year.

* There is a need to plan for future growth which may be driven by the defence and mining sectors, the need for public
housing and for community facilities.

* The current land use framework envisaged the existing defined urban area catering for a population up to approximately
35,000. Beyond this development is to occur in the Undoolya area to the east of Alice Springs .

» Shifting land use priorities and demands suggest the need to examine alternative urban development areas for the short,
medium and long term.

What are some of the future options?

* The planning framework should be reviewed and adjusted if necessary, to take into account alternative development areas.
* There is potential for incremental urban development south of the Gap.

* The potential costs and benefits of possible options must be assessed.

* The community will be given the opportunity to participate and become involved as future development options are
progressed.
